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Geeks Corner
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Innovation has always been a
hot topic of conversation in
organizations, cultures and
ethnicities. You call it either
a radical change or a break-
through; it has been so influ-
ential that it is able to trans-
form the lives. Be it the Six
thinking hats of Edward de
Bono; DNA principles of
Clayton Christensen or theo-
ries of Min Badasur, many or-
ganizations are using them in
different combinations to
fetch the revenues and profit
out of industry. These organi-
zations are so dependent on it
that they do not talk of any-
thing else. But the excess or
the improper use of anything
may be harmful. And some-
times the reason is top man-
agement.

We always talk about the pos-
itive side of the management
fiascos and rarely get ac-
quainted with the negative
side. Let us now talk about
the flip side of the coin; why
even top management is not
successful.

Let me tell you the reason
why leading companies in
three different industries
(fast-paced disk drives, slow-
er-paced mechanical excava-
tor industry, and process-
intensive  steel  industry)
which frequently innovate get
stumbled or failed. It is not

because of the engineers who
stuck upon the technology
paradigm or ignored innova-
tions. As long as the new
technology is required to ad-
dress the needs of the custom-
ers, an established firm must
be able to muster the exper-
tise, capital, suppliers, energy
and rationale to develop and
implement the requisite tech-
nology both competitively
and effectively. The top man-
agement here had a good
track record of understanding
the unarticulated needs of the
customers, finding which
technology can address best
to their customers and could
be capitalized. It was only
when confronted with disrup-
tive technologies, they failed.
Here comes the role of dis-
ruptive technologies. And
this is one of the reasons why
good management can lead to
failure. There are three pa-
rameters which can lead good
managers to a bad dawn.

1) The first one is strategi-
cally important and is unable
to identify what I call sustain-
ing and disruptive technolo-
gies. The concept is way dif-
ferent from  incremental
change or a radical change.
2) Technology progress map.
There may be an unmatched
behavior between different
technologies  which  may

outstrip the market needs.
This will surely be a hin-
drance to the identification of
unarticulated needs.

3) Customers and financial
structures of various compa-
nies color heavily the sort of
investments which appear to
be attractive to them, relative
to other entering firms.
While sustaining technolo-
gies believe in enhancing per-
formance, disruptive tech-
nologies lead to innovations
that is the worst product asso-
ciated with disruptive tech-
nology is likely to outper-
form.

Disruptive technologies bring
a unique value proposition to
market. Products based on
disruptive technologies are
simpler, cheaper, smaller and
convenient to use. Examples
could be, transistors were dis-
ruptive technologies relative
to vacuum tubes. Health
maintenance  organizations
were disruptive technologies
to conventional health insur-
ers.

Secondly, technology can
progress at a very high pace
which is not required by the
market demands. This is illus-
trated in the figure below be-
cause of this sometimes sup-
pliers give customers more
than what is needed. .

MANGESHKAR-THE
NIGHTINGALE OF INDIA,
the soul of Indian musical
world. She is a legend of ex-
cellence, synonym of music.
She is the most iconic artist

India has ever seen. The
India's highest civilian
honour, BHARAT RATNA

adds to her crown. She is the
finest female playback singer
of the Indian film industry.
Talking about her career.....
Lata Mangeshkar started her
musical lessons at the age of
five. Throughout her career,
she has sung over 1,000 Hindi
songs. Moreover, she has also
sung in over 36 regional and
international languages.
Mangeshkar was inducted in
the Guinness Book of World
Records between 1974 and
1991 for rendering voice in
over 25,000 solo, duet and
chorus tracks. Although these
figures were initially contest-
ed primarily by the fans of
Mohammad Rafi (who is said
to have sung over 28,000
songs), it was later estab-
lished that her reigned su-
preme after all.

In addition to her awesome
singing portfolio, Lata was
also a popular music compos-
er and film producer.

The day, one enters a college
or an institution for higher
education, he starts aspiring
for a decent job once the stud-
ies are over. The tension and
anxiety builds up each single
day as it passes when you are
in your senior years, events
like firms visiting the campus
further add to the situation.
Nonetheless these visits are
quite eventful ranging from
interview sessions, results an-
nouncements, to celebrations.
The intention of this article is
to share some of the interview
experiences I had. The insti-
tute, this year, witnessed a
decent number of firms on
campus with name such as
Directi, Samsung, Mu-Sigma,
Microsoft, HCL, Wipro, TCS,
Aricent and sort. Fortunately,
I didn't get much of Inter-
views to sit for.

So, it was Directi in the first
place. The company as it's
known hires the best in the
business. It all started with an
objective type technical-
cum-aptitude test. The test
lasted for an hour, with ques-
tions comprising of small
puzzles, computer science
fundamentals, programming
know-how, and Linux funda-
mentals (including BASH
scripting, and basic command
knowledge) a single Google
search, probably, will yield
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A Gateway to My Dreams...

number of links giving the
questions asked, but on a per-
sonal note, anyone with a bit
of hands on experience of
Linux and programming will
ease through the process. So
gear up! and start practicing
if Directi is what you aim for.
Now comes the second phase,
the coding round, as they say.
The rules are simple, every
individual is given a fairly
simple programming task and
one has to submit a running
code, in a language of choice,
as a solution in order to get
through. In our case the prob-
lem was of reconstructing a
binary tree represented by a
string of upper and lower case
letters, the lower case letters
always represented the leaf
node whereas the upper case
letter represented the non-leaf
nodes. The two preliminary
roundsconsumed much of the
time, and soon it was evening
and the PIs' commenced. It
was my first time sitting for
an interview. I was cold and
quite nervous. The interview-
er made me feel comfortable
offered me a glass of water
and after a little chit-chat the
interview  session  began.

Then came the questions to
ponder upon. A puzzle, given
eight similar billiard balls
except one which is bit heavi-
and a

er than the others,

weighing pane. Find the
heavy ball in as less moves as
possible. A move is called
when a comparison is made
between group of ball(s).
Each solution was followed
by a discussion on how one
can optimize it further more.
By the way, one can reach the
goal in only 2 moves. Get
your thinking hats on! and
figure out how? Then there
was a chain of algorithmic
question being fired upon,
mostly I haven't heard of
before. Probably this is not
the right space to describe all
of them. But all I could figure
out from the interview was
that the interviewers were
makingan assessment on the
basis of how far and deep one
can think and obviously what
algorithmic knowledge one
possesses. They were not dis-
crete. Hours passed in no
time, and it was nearly morn-
ing. The results came few
hours later.
Then came the next day, the
judgment day, we were to
present ourselves to face one
final round interview over
telephone. The interview was
intended to assess an indi-
vidual on technical grounds.
The questions ranged from
Networking e.g. What is a
NAT?, to databases e.g. What
are Indices used for, mention
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their advantages and disad-
vantages? to operating sys-
tems e.g. Difference between
a thread and a process?, to in-
ternet technologies e.g. what
is HTTP? how a web browser
functions and similar ques-
tions. On a personal note
don't beat around the bush if
you don't know the answer, as
it makes a bad impression and
ofcourse is a waste of time.
The interaction lasted for 45
minutes and it ended with in-
terviewers note on 'how it’s
like to work for Directi?'. It
was a fun interview in all and
a worth of experience.
Microsoft was scheduled to
visit the campus. Prior to the
visit they organized a written
technical test meant for the
candidates aspiring for full
time position at Microsoft
India. The test aimed at as-
sessing the programming
skills of the candidates. Apart
from objective type questions
there were some subjective
ones too. They shortlisted 17
students in all to be inter-
viewed. The event was
headed by a pre-placement
talk. The presentation gave a
hint about the current proj-
ects, company infrastructure
and the pay package they
were offering. The placement
team was a 5 membered team
each one of them having
ample experiences in their re-
spective domains.

The preliminary interviews
began in parallel and in
groups. It was basically an al-
gorithmic round. Each
member of the group was

presented with papers and
pencil and was asked to code
a solution to the problem. Our
group was asked to design an
in-place (no additional data
structure)algorithm to accom-
plish the following task.
Making our own assumptions.
Given a linked list and posi-
tive integer 'd".

a) Break the list into smaller
list of 'd' elements.
list thus

b) Reverse each

formed.

¢) Merge the resulting, modi-
fied, lists

“Our goal is to stay one step ahead of
our competition.How big are your feet?”

The interview went on for an
hour and a half discussing the
test-cases to test the designed
algorithm and further im-
provement if possible. Then
came the face-to-face person-
nel interview and I was as-
signed to MS fellow working
in the BING group for 4
years. It went on again for an
hour basically discussing on
serialization of a general
n-ary tree. The third inter-
view assessed on some more
technical know-how and
problem-solving. The forth
and the last was said to be
HR, but in practice, It was
not! The interviewer explored
many more aspects, question
involved those of typical MS

ones e.g. How will you test a
telephone? Write at least 30
cases to test a door? etc. some
more programming puzzles,
and then general HR talks.
The session lasted for at least
an hour. Then after much of
discussion they were ready
with the result and this is how
it came to an end.
There is much more to pen
down about, but the space
limits me to do so. Looking
forward to discover some ex-
citing and thrilling interview
stories in the future, from the

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cially patents, are defined as
an intangible asset which can
be monetized, out-licensed or
used in making and selling
new products. Patenting pro-
cess is usually long, complex
and needs investment, which
is why not many institutions
encourage their researchers to
file a patent for their inven-
tions. However, the process
of patenting is not as complex
= as it seems at first sight. It
-1 just needs a policy in place,
trained people and well in-
formed researchers to get the
maximum benefit out of the
patents filed by an institution.
Unlike many Indian universi-
ties, top universities all over
the globe have adopted strong
patent generation and tech
nology transfer policies. Uni-
versity of California, for ex-
ample, has about 3500 patents
in its portfolio and it gener-
ates about $200 million annu-
ally from selling and licens-
ing its patent portfolio. The
revenue numbers are even
bigger and better with other
top universities worldwide.
Many notable business spi-
noffs (including Google,
which has patents filed in the
name of Stanford University),
have taken place due to pat-
ents. Indian Universities, on
the other hand, have hardly
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generated from patent sales or
licensing. Intellectual Prop-
erty protection is gaining mo-
mentum worldwide due to in-
tense globalization and trade.
China, for example, has
chalked out a nine point strat-
egy to promote the implemen-
tation of patents filing in its
country. This has resulted in a
major ramp up in patent filing
activity in China, mostly from
academic institutions. Today
it ranks third in terms of
number of patents filed annu-
ally, closely following Japan
and the US. India does not
even figure in top ten coun-

tries in this list.

There are various kinds of
myths among Indian students
and researchers about patents.
A general myth is that a
patent is very complex and is
seldom granted. However, re-
ality is that a patent is a very
simple mean to obtain a legal
protection on your invention.
In India, anyone can file a
patent by following simple
steps. One doesn’t need any-
thing but a proper patent ap-
plication which might require
some legal consultation, for
Q-."‘.Q... \\'
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is that unless you have a
blockbuster discovery, you
can’t file a patent. This is also
not true. Many incremental
inventions are accepted as
patents. Only requirement is
that the invention should be
novel and it should have a
utility in real life. Yet another
myth is that patent process is
quite expensive. In fact, in
India, you can get a patent
granted in few thousand
rupees. However, if you
decide to go for a worldwide
patenting process, you might
need to shell out a lot of
money. But in most of the
cases, a worldwide protection
is neither necessary nor rec-
ommended.  Finally, the
uture of a new technology
lies in its ability to get com-
mercialized. A technology,
however sophisticated, is use-
less if it cannot produce a
usable product and substan-
tial business. Academic insti-
tutions and universities are
the birthplace of new tech-
nologies, but they die in the
campus itself due to lack of
nurturing and support. The
need of the hour is to under-
stand the process of technol-
ogy based businesses, and
take a leap forward towards
protecting and commercializ-
ing your inventions.

Anyway I will gloss
over some of the basics
before delving into more de-
tails and hey no scary codes I
promise. So a network is basi-
cally many PC/Laptops and a
lot many lan wires.

The state of affairs is dismal.

Software companies that hire
engineering college graduates
do so only because you are
smart and can learn quickly,
not because you may know
anything about writing soft-
ware! In fact, they hope that
your young minds have been
spared from the misconcep-
tions that existed 10 years

ago.
Great software eventually
boils down to good code.
Misconceptions deter you

from writing good code and
worse still, incapacitate iden-
tification of well structured
code. To identify what is
good or bad about your code,
you must know what is the
biggest challenge the code
that you engineer is going to
face. That challenge is, “The
Other Guy.”

Scope will increase, require-
ments will change and behav-
ior would have to be modi-
fied; code will be touched.
You might not touch it. “The
Other Guy” would. The big-
gest challenge for you, who

What your Software Engineering course should be about
Mr. Shilp Gupta, Alumni (IPG2005)

wrote the code, is to write it
such that the intricacies and
assumptions are clearly iso-
lated. Writing such code is
very non-intuitive.

We are taught Object Ori-
ented design is about model-
ing behavior from the real
world. Unlearn it. It is bad
and unhealthy. Stop modeling
real world interactions in
code. Think about how you
would code to solve the prob-
lem and use OOP paradigms
to isolate parts of code that
will change.

Embrace the SOLID prin-
ciples. SOLID stands for five
practices that when followed
strictly will enable you to
write good code.

One, Single Responsibility -
Each class should be captur-
ing exactly one “reason-for-
change”. If you identify two
behaviors whose change
causes a common class to
change - you are doing it
wrong..

Three, Liskov Substitution -
You should use inheritance to
modify the behavior of the
parent class. Never use it to
add more behavior.

Four, Interface Segregation -
If a class uses an interface, it
should have to use all meth-
ods in that interface.

Otherwise, segregate your in-
terfaces into multiple inter-
faces.

Five, Dependency Inversion -
Wire your class dependencies
through interfaces and con-
tainment. Dependency that a
class A has, on another class
B, should be ‘set’” by a Con-
trollerClass rather than ini-
tialized by A in its construc-
tor. Also, A should expect an
implementation of an inter-
face iB, rather than an in-
stance of B.

Many software engineering
courses ignore version con-
trol. The result - you start
using pseudo version control,
or none at all. If you have left
commented code with a com-
ment “may be useful” or cre-
ated backups of your code in
folders that are named with
“dated xx-xx-xxxx” - you
know what I mean. The code
looks blurry and finding what
you had done before becomes
tiresome. You end up never
doing it.

SVN is an extremely popular
version control system. Use
SVN even for pet projects.
Use SVN for your Documents
folder. Use SVN for main-
taining backups of your saves
/downloads. Get comfortable
using version control and
finding what you need from
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the history. You will never regret it!

If you doubt how serious I might be about version control, savvy that Linus Trovalds is the creator of
git. A version control system that a lot of open source projects are using - and more still are porting to.
Visit github.com - the new sourceforge. Programmers are putting their github.com profiles in resumes
to show off which open source projects their pull requests have been merged into.

Oh, before I forget, unlearn Agile. Anything you learn about structured UML is worthless in real
world. Yes you will write UML to explain your ideas to developers, but that’s just it. All the excite-
ment about writing code through UML is dead. Everyone realized long ago that writing code from dia-
grams was time consuming and added more baggage than value.

If you want to know what the new Agile is about, it is about automation. Everything that can be auto-
mated, must be automated. Right from the word go, write scripts that do the entire build and deploy-
ment. Write scripts to run your tests.

After a month on your new project, you realize that fixing bugs means changing one line of code and
doing a large set of mechanical things. Automate those mechanical things. It will help you spend your
time in solving problems that matter.

On my way to a student Start-up
Mohit Rangraju
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Few days back, I was sitting in this meeting held for the “to be” Entrepreneurs of IIITM and Prof. Sid
\ Gautam, our honorable guest speaker, asked everyone a simple question: Why do you want to be an En-
5 trepreneur? The answers were:

“Because I don’t want to work or create a product for someone else”

“Because I am a unique combination of Technology and Business” and so on so forth...

I almost remember what everyone said that day, because even I had similar notions about Entrepre-
neurship in my mind one year back. I never liked going after people and pleading them, neither did I
love being in someone else’s control. But, I slowly understood that most of my notions about being an
Entrepreneur were completely different from what I am right now.

Being your own Boss, doing whatever you like, taking a holiday whenever you feel like can never
happen. If as an Entrepreneur, you take a holiday whenever you like, your employees would do the
same. You are the first one to come to the office and may be sometimes clean the office coz you can’t
afford for a private sweeper and you are the one who’ll be the last to close the office after checking if
all the lights and PCs are off.

Before, I never used to care
about what people thought.

From a Game
Developers perspective, it’s
about each tiny-weeny imple-
mentation — each color pallet,
each sound, each game-play
action, each animation, and
each bug in the code — Every-
thing is as important as all the
others.

Company. They had no clue
what they were doing, but
kept on doing something and
succeeded in it.

You might be wondering, if
all what I thought 1 year back
is wrong, why am I doing this
start-up thing still?

The answer is simple. Having
your own start-up is above all
these. It makes you fall in
love with the whole process
of building your company
from scratch. The company
becomes more important than
you. It’s more like falling in
true love, where your inter-
ests are less important than
your relationship. You just
feel that the Company should
grow and become famous. It
slowly starts becoming your
own child who eats away
most of your time but you
still feel like working towards
it, nourishing it, growing it.
You would never feel like
leaving it and try every pos-
sible way to make the com-
pany stand in every possible
situation possible.

It
can be the ability to rent a
server or a thousand servers
and run a geophysical model-
ing application on the most
powerful systems available
anywhere. It can be the abil-
ity to rent a virtual server,
load software on it, turn it on
and off at will, or clone it ten
times to meet a sudden work-
load demand. It can be storing
and securing immense
amounts of data that is acces-
sible only by authorized ap-
plications and users. It can be
supported by a cloud provider
that sets up a platform that in-
cludes the OS, Apache, a
MySQL™  database, Perl,
Python, and PHP with the
ability to scale automatically
in response to changing work-
loads. Cloud computing can
be the ability to use applica-
tions on the Internet that store
and protect data while provid-
ing a service — anything in-
cluding email, sales force au-
tomation and tax preparation.
It can be using a storage cloud
to hold application, business,
and personal data. And it can
be the ability to use a handful
of Web services to integrate
photos, maps, and GPS infor-
mation to create a mash-up in
customer Web browsers.
In practice, cloud service

providers tend to offer ser-
vices that can be grouped into
three categories: Software as
a service (SaaS), Platform
as a service (PasS), and In-
frastructure as a service
(IaaS). By itself, infrastruc-
ture isn’t useful - it just sits
there waiting for someone to
make it productive in solving
a particular problem. Imag-
ine the Interstate transpor-
tation system. Even with all
these roads built, they
wouldn’t be useful without
cars and trucks to transport
people and goods. In this
analogy, the roads are the
infrastructure and the cars
and trucks are the platform
that sits on top of the infra-
structure and transports the
people and goods. These
goods and people might be
considered the software and
information in the technical

realm.

We look at all three catego-
ries in detail; however, a very
simplified way of differenti-
ating these flavors of Cloud
Computing is as follows;

* SaaS applications are de-
signed for end-users, deliv-
ered over the web.

* PaaS is the set of tools and
services designed to make
coding and deploying those
applications quick and effi-
cient.

e TaaS is the hardware and
software that powers it all —
servers, storage, networks,
operating systems.

These categories group to-
gether the various layers il-
lustrated in the diagram
below.

It shows three distinct catego-
ries within Cloud Computing:
Software as a Service, Plat-
form as a Service and Infra-
structure as a Service. The re-
sponsibility of you and the
vendor is summarized. As
you can see in the figure, de-
spite significant differences
among the various offerings
in the cloud computing indus-
try, vendors provide a set of
services that you can rent so
that you do not have to
manage layers.

Software as a service
(SaaS): Software as a service
features a complete applica-
tion offered as a service on
demand. A single instance of
the software runs on the cloud
and services multiple end
users or client organizations.
The most widely known ex-
ample of SaaS is
salesforce.com, though many
other examples have come to
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market, including the Google
Apps offering of basic busi-
ness services including email
and word processing.
Characteristics of SaaS:
Like other forms of Cloud
Computing, it is important to
ensure that solutions sold as
SaaS in fact comply with gen-
erally accepted definitions of
Cloud Computing. Some de-
fining characteristics of SaaS
include:

* Web access to commercial
software.

» Software is managed from a
central location.

 Software delivered in a “one
to many” model

» Users not required to handle
software upgrades and patch-
es.

» Application Programming
Interfaces (APIs) allow for
integration between different
pieces of software.

Platform as a service
(PaaS): Platform as a service
encapsulates a layer of soft-
ware and provides it as a ser-
vice that can be used to build
higher-level services. There
are at least two perspectives
on PaaS depending on the
perspective of the producer or
consumer of the services:
Someone producing PaaS
might produce a platform by
integrating an OS, middle-
ware, application software,
and even a development envi-
ronment that is then provided
to a customer as a service.
PaaS offerings can provide
for every phase of software
development and testing, or
they can be specialized
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around a particular area such

as content management.
Commercial examples of
PaaS include the Google

Apps Engine, which serves
applications on Google’s in-
frastructure. PaaS services
such as these can provide a
powerful basis on which to
deploy applications, however
they may be constrained by
the capabilities that the cloud
provider chooses to deliver.

Characteristics of PaaS:
There are a number of differ-
ent takes on what constitutes
PaaS but some basic charac-
teristics include

» The platform vendor pro-
vides and manages every-
thing, from the network con-
nectivity to the runtime.

» PaaS offerings reduce the
developer burden by support-
ing the platform runtime and
related application services.

» Developers can begin creat-
ing the business logic for ap-

plications almost immedi-
ately.

* PaaS, compared to tradi-
tional  hosting  solutions,

offers the potential for sig-
nificant productivity increas-
es, because the cloud provider
manages all the hardware and
operational aspects of the
cloud platform.

The Windows Azure platform
fits best in the PaaS category,
because it doesn’t provide
access to the underlying vir-
tualization environment or
operating system details such
as the network interface, IP
configuration, and disk man-
agement.

Infrastructure as a service
(IaaS): Some vendors pro-
vide the infrastructure to
build solutions, and you rent
the hardware such as servers,
load balancers, a firewall, and
cables. You then configure
these remotely and install
your solutions on them. You
can scale up by requesting
more servers and reconfigur-
ing the load balancer without
purchasing more hardware.
You can scale down at any
time by reconfiguring the in-
frastructure you rented from
the cloud service provider.
This vendor approach is
called Infrastructure as a Ser-
vice (IaaS) because a custom-
er can rent the infrastructure
without having to forecast
and provision for the highest
possible demand in advance.
In this approach, you are re-
sponsible for correctly con-
figuring the rented infrastruc-
ture.

Characteristics of IaaS: As
with the two previous sec-
tions, SaaS and PaaS, IaaS is
a rapidly developing field.
Those said there are some
core characteristics which de-
scribe what laaS is. laaS is
generally accepted to comply
with the following:

* The lower levels of the
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stack are managed by the vendor.
* Very few vendors actually provide an operating system. You are still responsible for manag-
ing everything, from the operating system to the applications.
» The obvious benefit of [aaS is that it frees you from the concerns of provisioning many physi-

cal or virtual machines.

There are a plethora of IaaS providers out there from the largest Cloud players like Amazon

Web Services and Rackspace to more boutique regional players.

As mentioned previously, the line between PaaS and laaS is becoming more blurred as vendors
introduce tools as part of TaaS that help with deployment including the ability to deploy mul-

tiple types of Clouds.

It is very awful to know that
the official media can’t cover
the complete truth about any
news.

Wikileaks started off in 2006
with a group of unknown in-
ternet activists and of all
those activists only its
spokesman and editor-in-
chief Julian Assange is the
known personality. Assange
was a constant traveler. By
the age of 14, he had travelled
across half a dozen countries,
many of which had a contro-
versial background. He was
arrested for hacking when he
was just 14. Wikileaks has

many Julian Assange's and 1
bet almost all of them have a
similar background.

Although Wikileaks started in
2006 but it came into fame in
2009.Wikileaks 1is different
from other journalists as they
find news through hack at-
tacks, spying (just as the spy
Karamchand whom we
watched on the television),
stealing, and even bribing at
times. It is just impossible to
run such a big and risky site
and publish so much content
with only 29 people as
claimed by them. It must in-
clude few thousands of
people working to find the
truth; some of them may be
the local people of the coun-
try who have more informa-
tion about the news.

The contribution of
Wikileaks to journalism can
never be overviewed. In
2010, it collaborated with
major media organization to
release U.S. state Department

Cables (nicknamed as Cable-
Gate). The Wikileaks cables'
main focus is towards politi-
cians. It published 779 secret
files relating to prisoner de-
tained in Guantanamo Bay
detention camp ,revealed the
greed and corruption in the
regime of Muammar Gaddafi,
exposed the fact that the U.S.
military was covertly operat-
ing inside Pakistan long
before the killing of Osama
Bin Laden which the U.S.
government denied. There are
several other fields where the
contribution of Wikileaks
cannot be neglected. Inspite
of facing a huge opposition
from the government, it has
played a key role towards the
awakening of  common
people. Really information
needs to be free and it will
definitely be free with media
like WIKILEAKS.
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The orthodox concept of ad-
vertising research as a job
limited only to surveys,
number- crunching activities
and focus groups no longer
holds true. Research in adver-
tising has seen some dynamic
changes in a very short span
of time. Although the current
role of research and account
planning in advertising still
relies on traditional tools
such as surveys and various
statistical tools, but the re-
search processes are more
varied and exciting than ever
before. The customers, now,
are asked to draw pictures,
create collages, and create
home videos to show the use
of the product and much
more.

The customers around the
world have become more
well-versed and savvy. Inter-
net, now, is affecting almost
all stages of the buying pro-
cess by providing customers
with tools for comparison
shopping, confidence about
price, more choices on who to
buy from and reviews on
products. According to Com-
Score, 1.4 billion Internet
users spent more than 300 bil-
lion hours online in 2009,
forking over hundreds of bil-
lions of dollars in e-com-
merce in the process. A recent
report by Forrester Research

showed that Americans now
spend as much time online
each week as they spend
watching TV. Hence it is
really important to rightly po-
sitton the advertisements
along with understanding if
the customers would like to
check what the product is and
then if they are satisfied with
the provided information
about the product. This is
where web analytics come
into picture. Use of such tools
has made the job of advertis-
ing agencies more challeng-
ing and exhilarating.

The research team doesn’t
consist of just marketers or
planners but also experts in-
clude cultural and cognitive
anthropologists,  psycholo-
gists, storytellers etc, all who
can help understanding the
consumers and the consumer
decision making process.
For instance, an advertising
firm was given the task of
identifying the common ele-
ments of the target audience
of the James Bond movies,
their demands, expectations,
level of satisfaction i.e. a
complete research on the
target audience. The research
team consisted of a hedonolo-
gist (a person who studies
language, codes, and sym-
bols) to interpret the James
Bond books and movies. The

research showed that people
liked the element of fantasy
but not the demeaning atti-
tude Bond had toward
women. Based on the find-
ings, a woman was introduced
as Bond’s boss in the new
Bond movie and dialogues
were changed to suit audience
attitudes. The movies, as we
all know, were a great suc-
cess.

Undoubtedly, the world of
market planning has become
more tricky and thought-
provoking than ever before. It
requires sincere interest in
people and a burning curios-
ity about what makes the cus-
tomers tick. As I said before,
it is much more than just
numbers and surveys.

We assume all pairings are done at a definite time of the year
(say Valentine’s Day). To the best of my knowledge Aurora
always follows Valentine’s Day. So new couples formed at the
Valentine’s Day can be easily be observed at Aurora, which
many people have been doing since long. We further assume
that every female rates the males on the same factors and every
male rates the females on the same factors. Hence if two fe-
males are to rank men, the rankings would be similar. Similar
is the case for males. Broadly this is a valid assumption leav-
ing some characteristic males and females who do not neces-
sarily participate in the process.

Let the utility perceived by a male ‘m’ of himself be P(m) and
let the actual utility as rated by a female be V(m). Since the as-
sumption is that pairing is done at a definite time, every desir-
ous male ‘m’ (medesM(t)) may select a single female
f (feF(t) — comF(t)) to try upon.

Here A is a constant. Males
who have P(m) close to V(m)
as per earlier discussions
have high chance of being
committed, while the ones
who have large difference
have minimal or no chance.
Hence C-factor is on expo-
nential scale, whole value is
almost zero for low values of
P(m)-V(m), but increases
drastically later.

People with high C factor
may naturally not get select-
ed. One option in such case is
todrastically reduce the per-
ceived values (P"'(m) = a
(m).P'(m), O<a(m)<l, P'(m)
denotes perceived value at
time t). In such a case for
large values of o we
observeP(m) swiftly converg-
es to V(m) and hence as per
above discussions failed
cases reduce with time. For
an IPG student the maximum
tenure would be 5 vyears,
which emphasizes on need of
fast convergence. The other
option is to have self-confi-
dence and make no change,
which may rather be suicidal,
but may many times be the
option of males with the sole
motive of being committed.
Broadly speaking the number
of males with high C(m) must
always be low for low total
number of failed attempts.
Temporary increase may be
controlled by having large a
(m). In other words average C
factor of first year must be

low, and for few cases with high C-factor, the factor must

reduce with years, for the number of failed attempts to be low.

Conclusions: Big gang of people on valentine’s day at store;

Fol-
lowing the steps of Datawind,
many other companies
launched a range of tablets,
with price ranging from Rs
7500-15000, claiming to be
better than the Ubislates. The
Tablets got a warm reception
from the consumers, but the
question is for how long. Tab-
lets are like a fusion of fea-
tures of laptop and Smart-
phone into a single odd sized
device. And when people love
to have them both, it seems
immaterial to fancy for a
tablet. Moreover tablet com-
puters are a fad and the boom-
ing sales figures are bound to
plunge gradually.

Finance

Budgeting and managing finances is really important. Every penny used should get billed.

Team work

The team of Twaran is divided into verticals — Event Management, Sponsorship, Media, Public Relations, Hospi-
tality, Infrastructure and, Creative and designing. Every vertical makes their own decisions but do run it up by
the others in the weekly team meetings, which are very crucial.

Advertising

It is often said, “Without publicity there can be no public support...” To gather audience, publicity is very impor-
tant. In order to get good sponsors, being able to gather a good crowd is equally important. The promotion team
did a splendid work as we receive around 22 teams from all over the nation and one team from Sri Lanka also.
To advertise the fest students created: a website; a Facebook page; posters; invitation cards and so on.

Event Management

The second phase of the fest preparations was to manage the teams of each event and grounds. There was a sepa-
rate core committee for each event. The organizational set up is 3-tier, with a team led by a group of 21 managers
and an overall coordinator. Each Manager has a group of coordinators and organizers under him/ her who help
to look into the finer details of organizing the fest.

3. What was new in your fest?

Anurag: We introduced the digital gaming tournament ZERO LIMIT first time in the IIITM history, which was
the risk well taken. Doing a new thing requires lot of efforts and team work. We did it in style and now it has
become the largest gaming event in the central India.
